Guidelines for the Nomination and Selection of the Irish Team 2010

for the 

2010 Volvo Youth Sailing ISAF World Championship
1.
Objective
1.1
The objective of the nomination system is to set out the criteria against which the OSG will recommend to the board of the ISA, the Irish team for the 2010 Volvo Youth Sailing ISAF World Championship to be held in Istanbul, Turkey
2.
Definitions
“Board” shall mean the board of the ISA

 “Candidate” shall mean, in the case of a single handed boat, the helm and in the case of a double handed boat, each of the helm and crew, who are seeking nomination for a place on the Irish Team for the ISAF Youth Worlds.

“Domestic Trials” shall mean, collectively, the domestic regattas, which shall be taken into account by the OSG in deciding on recommendation to the Board of Candidates for nomination for the 2010 ISAF Youth Worlds.

“ISA” shall mean the Irish Sailing Association

“ISAF” shall mean the International Sailing Federation
“ISAF Youth Worlds” shall mean the 2010 Volvo Youth Sailing ISAF World Championship
“Nomination” shall mean the nomination by the OSG to the Board those Candidates who the OSG recommend should be selected to represent Ireland in the 2010 Volvo Youth Sailing ISAF World Championship. 


“OSG” shall mean the Olympic Steering Group
3
Eligibility 

3.1
‘Candidates’ must not attain their 19th birthday by 31st December 2010

3.2       Each ‘Candidate’ shall be a national of Ireland and shall be eligible to compete for Ireland as per the Bye-law to Rule 42 of the Olympic Charter.

3.3
ISAF eligibility according to ISAF Regulation 19 is required of all ‘Candidates’
3.4
Substitution of helms in the Trial Series will not be permitted under any circumstances. Crew substitutions will be permitted provided that any such substitutions shall, where possible, be approved in advance by the OSG but in all cases shall be approved in advance by the Academy Manager of the ISA. 
4. 
Nomination Process 
4.1
The Nomination Trial Series will be used to select the Candidate(s) to be nominated by the OSG for the ISAF Youth Worlds Team.

4.2       To be nominated to the ‘Board’ a ‘Candidate’ in the 420 Boys, 420 Girls, Laser Radial Boy or Laser Radial Girl must win their ‘Domestic Trials’ and also prove their international competitiveness by finishing in the top 40% of starters (see 8.1) at one of the relevant overseas events listed in this document (see 7.1).

4.3       There will be no ‘Domestic Trials’ for ‘Candidates’ in the Open 29er Class, the Open Sirena SL 16 and the RSX Board Boy and Girl but the international nomination requirements will be the same as stated in 4.2.

4.4       All ‘Candidates’ must be ISAF Youth Worlds eligible for Ireland to accrue points in either the domestic or international trials

4.5      In the event that the winner of the ‘Domestic Trial’ does not achieve the overseas standard required the nomination would revert to the second placed ‘Candidate’ in the ‘Domestic Trial’ if they have achieved the required overseas standard.

The OSG shall make its recommendations to the ‘Board’. The ‘Board’ will not be obliged to accept the recommendations of the OSG and shall be under no obligation to make any nominations if it so decides.

Domestic Trials 
5.1
The Domestic Trials are:

             ISA Youth Nationals (6 – 9th April 2010) and 

             Mitsubishi Youth Championship (1- 3rd May 2010)

6.
Domestic Trial Scoring 
6.1
The overall score of the ‘Domestic Trial’ will be calculated by adding the total net points of each ‘Candidate’ from the official final results of each regatta.   
6.2
In the event that no regatta result is declared, then no ‘Domestic trials’ points shall be awarded for that regatta. In double-handed classes, ‘Domestic trials’ points are awarded to the helm only.
6.3
The Candidate with the lowest number of points at the conclusion of the final regatta in the Domestic Trials shall be nominated by the OSG if they have also proved their international competiveness. (see 4.2)
6.4
If there is a ‘Domestic Trials’ series score tie between two or more ‘Candidates’, the ‘Candidates’ shall be ranked in order of their net final score in the final domestic regatta.

The regattas to be used for overseas nomination by the OSG are:

              Open Sirena SL 16 – To be confirmed upon request before 26th February deadline

              RSX Windsurfer – To be confirmed upon request before 26th February deadline

             20/21st March – 420 Interligue, Cherbourg, France
              Laser Radial Class

              13/14th March – UK Qualifier, Stokes Bay

             20/21st March – UK Qualifier, Plymouth

             15 – 18th April – Laser Europa Cup ITA, Lake Garda

8.        Overseas Event Scoring

8.1     At the selected overseas events the calculation of the top 40% placing will be made only counting the overall finishing position of eligible sailors for the Candidates specific ISAF Youth Worlds discipline . 

8.2       The calculation shall be made to one decimal point and rounded to the nearest whole number, with five or more tenths being rounded up.

Appeals

Any appeal under these nomination criteria in the first instance shall be to the OSG in writing with further recourse to the ISA Tribunal.
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
